The show rules of the respective sanctioning
associations (American Dairy Goat
Association, American Goat Society, and
Nigerian Dwarf Goat Association) will govern
at each show.

Check-in Friday between 5 —10 p.m.
Milk is not to be dumped on the grounds.

Following SC health rules, all goats must be
listed on a Health Certificate issued within
thirty (30) days of the show date by a licensed
and accredited veterinarian certifying the
animals to be free of symptoms of contagious,
infectious, or communicable disease. Unless
goats originate from a Certified-Accredited
herd, the Health Certificate must also indicate
that all goats older than six (6) months on the
show date have been tested and found to be
free of TB and Brucellosis within thirty (30)
days. Goats which are native to herds in SC
need not be tested for TB and Brucellosis.
Testing is not required if herd is from TB free
state or is certified TB free. PLEASE HAVE
ANIMALS INSPECTED UPON ARRIVAL AND
BEFORE UNLOADING.

Base date for computing age is April 12, 2008.
Please note that your animal may not be in the same
class for both days if the birthday falls on April 13th.

Registration papers are required for all
animals six (6) months or older. A stamped
application will be accepted for animals under
six months of age.

No refunds will be made.
No horned animals, and no dogs allowed.
Children are to be supervised at all times.

The SC Caprine Classic show committee nor
the show facilities owner will be held
responsible for lost/stolen property, accidents,
or injury. Submission of an entry and payment
of fees expresses your agreement to this.
